in China began buiding a dint-andrubble-flled
stone walto protect their fands against raids from
outsiders. The Zhou, Qin, and Han dynastics built
the majority of the wall.

However, afer the Han Dynasty, much of the wall
was allowed to decay for nearly 1,500 years. Finally,
during the Ming Dynasty of A, 13651644, wide-
scale restoration on the wall bogan on sections along
the onco nearly 4,600 mile structure. However, the
section of the wall northeast of Beijing had deterio-
rated so badly that it was abandoned, nd

anew section of the wall was constructed almost
straight cast of Beijing, As a resul, today the wall
ends at Shanhaignan, a city on the Bo Hai gulf
Most of the Great Wall depicted in modern pho-
tographs consists of rfatively short rebuilt sections
around Beijing in which improved construction
methods were used.

“The Great Wall has beon the subjoct of many
myths and misconceptions. One misconceptior
that the entire wallis wide enough that six horse:
iders moving side by side could have ridden it. But
the wallisthat wide only in a fow areas. Also, the
passageways to the top of the wall through the watch
towers (there are nearly 25,000 of them along the
wall) are too narrow for horses to pass through.
Second, there is popular belief that the wall i visi-
ble from the moon. It is not, though some sections
of the wall have been viewed by astronants orbiting
the carth. Tho entire wall cannot be seen because
over the conturios large soctions of it have been
rediuced to piles of mud. Other sections have
become so overgrown with vegetation that they
have blended in with natural terrain.

Chapter T
Humility

On the third day after the birth of a girl the
ancients observed three customs: (frs) o place the
baby balow the bed; (second) to gve her a potsherd
[picce of broken pottery] with which to play; and
(third) to announce her birth to her ancestors by an
offering. Now to lay the baby below the bed plainly
indicated that she is lowly and weak, and should
regard it as her primary duty to humble herscif
before others. To give her potsherds with which to
play indubitably [without doubi] signified that she
should practise labor and cosider it her primary
duty to be industrious. To announce her birth
Befor ber anesors ey mcant tat o vt
tocstoom s o primary duty the conuaon of
the observance of worship in the home.

“These three ancient customs epitomize a woma's
ordinary way of lfe and the teachings of the tradi-
tional ceremonial ites and regulations. Let a woman
modestly yield to others;let her respect others; let
her put others firs, hersellfat. Should she do
something good, et her not mention it; should she
do something bad, let e ot ot her bear
disgrace;let her even endure when others speak or
do ovil to her. Always let hor soem to tremblo and
o fear. (When a woman follows sich maxims as
these,) then she may be said to humble hersell

before others.

Lot a woman retie late to bed, bt rise carly to
duties let her not dread tasks by day or by night.
Lt her not refuse to perform domestic dutics
whether casy or diflcult. That which must be done,
let her finish completely. tidily, and systematically.
(When a woman follows such rules as these.) then
she may be sid to be industrious.

Lot a woman be correct in manner and upright in
character in order to serve her husband. Let her

Chapter 1V
Womanly Qualifications
A woman (ought to) have four qualifications:
(1) womanly virtues (2) womanly words; (3) woman-
ly bearing; and (4) womanly work. Now what is
called womanly virtue need not b brillant abilty
exceptionally different from others. Womanly words
need be neither clever in debate nor keen in con-
versation. Womanly appearance requires neither a
pretty nor a perfect face and form. Womanly work
need not be work done more skillull than that of
others
“To guard carefully her chastiy; to control circum-
spectly her behavior;in every motion to exhibit
modesty; and to model cach act on the best usage,
shis is womanly virue.
“To choose hor words with cares o avoid vilgar lan-
guags to speak at appropriate times; and not to
weary others (with much conversation), may be

called the characteristics of womanly words.
“To wash and scrub fith away; to keep clothes and
omaments fresh and clean; to wash the head and
bathe the body regularly, and to keep the person
frec from disgraceful ith, may be called the char-
acteristcs of womanly bearing.

With whole-hearted devotion to sew and to weave;
10 fove not gossip and sill fanghter; in cleanliness
and order (to prepare) the wine and food for serv-
ing guests, may be called the characteristics of
‘womanly work.

T o qualifications characterize the greatest
virte of a woman. No woman can afford to be:
without them. In fact they are very casy to possess
if a woman only treasure them in her heart. The
ancients had a saying; “Is Love afar off? If I desire
love, then love is at hand!” So can it be said of
theso qualifications.

A Long Reign of Change

Section 3

Han emperor Wi took the throne in 141
as a young man full of energy, confidence,

and plans. Fe died 54 years laer, having achived
one of the longest rules in Chinese history. He is
Known for far more than the length of his rign,
however. Wadi made profound changes on Chinese:
society—changes that had an impact long afier his
death

‘Widi was an unlikely cmperor. He was the
cleventh son of emperor Chingi and had many
brothers with bettor lims to the throne. However,
a group of court offcals convincod Chinggl to name
the boy as his successor. Before Wadi there had
been five Fan canperors,all of whom had ruled

sly. Wadi ook a diferent approach.

First, he moved to break the power of the local
nobles. fle began by draining their wealth with
heavy financial burdens. Nobes were requircd, for

tance, to give certain gifts to the emperor to show
cirloyaly. But those gifs could only be purchasesd
from the royal treasury at extremely high priccs. The
emporor also took a direct approach, sizing the land
of many fords. Those who escaped theso two actions
faced a third. Wadi ordered that, upon the death of
aland owner,all his property was 10 be divided
caqualy among all his sons. With this, farge estates
were broken up by the passing of cach generation.

emperor acted against merchants and

traders as well. Under previous rulers, trade had
thrived. Many business owners had bt huge for
tunes, especially in the trade of iron, sah liquor,
and grain. Wadi put the imperial state in charge of
Sl s g, o thon axd those proccss vty
toincrease the flow of funds into the royal treasury.

“The emperor also increased his hold on govern-
ment offcals. He created a new system that ignored.
the nobles who had previously run the government
Instead, he used scholars trained in the ideas of
Confucis. e formed schools throughont the eampire:
10 teach these ideas. Now, through a system of rec-
ommendations, oo

‘Wi also adopted Confucianism as the statc
eligion. This move had a profound impact on later
Ghinese socicty. The Confucian emphasis on acting

¥ mlfz. Widi worked to expand Han China. For
18 years his soldiers fought against the Xiongnu
nomads to the north. The emperor followed up his
victories by sending Chinese setlers to conquered
areas. e sent about 700,000 people to live in
colonies that extended Han China into central Asa
“The emperor also made arangements with the
rulers there. They were forced to admit the superi-
ority of China and pay tribute. They were also
instructed t0 send a son to the Chinese court. The
sons were educated in Chinese ideas and were,
i effect, hostages that ensured that their fathers
would cooperate. With theso steps, Wi etab-
lished a pattom of rlations with foreign powers
that the Chinese followed for many futnre centuries.
Wodi expanded Han influence to other aras as
‘well. The Chinese took much of Korca and moved
into what is now Vietnam. Along with political con-
trol, the Han brought n their culture. While Korea
and Vietmam modified Chinese ideas and practices,
they were stillstrongly influcnced by ther
Late n his reign, Wucs polcies backfired.
Heavy spending on wars—and on the hixuries of
His ifstylo—reduced the treasury. For three gon-
erations Han emperors had built  huge surphs of
money. Wadi spent it al. His aggressive tax and
siness policies did more than break the power of
rchants. They also slowed the cconomy.
“The aging emperor had other troubles as well. In
91 5., alter 30 years of rule, he was shocked to hear
