During this time, there was fitle military activi-
ty. The woman king did work to cxpand Egyptian
trade, however.

She also launched a large cxpedition to
Punt, an African land that was located on the
southern edge of the Red Sea and the home of
such desirable goods as myrrh and frankincense.
Egyptian prists wanted these substances —both of
were incense—to bum during sacred cere-
monies. Hatshepsut also sent agents with weapons
i jowely 10t They broagit back ot vly
the incense, but also several trees and roots to plant
in Egypt to produce this valuable substance.

Pictures showing this voyage appear on the walls
of a great temple that Hatshepsut had buik. Another
st of scemes depicts a different venture. Earlyin her
rule, Hatshepsat ordered red grante taken from a
quarry on the Nile River. The stone was shaped into
two huge obelsks 155 feet high. They were placed on
a barge 300 feet long and 100 fect wide. Twenty-
seven ships by 564 men pulling oars towesd
the stones down river o the temple at Kamak. Before:
being st in place, they were compltely covered with
‘gokd_—and inscribed with Hatshepsut’s name.
