1. The enemy horso and chariots engagod our cav-
alry briskly on the march, but our men overywhero
had the upper hand and drove them into the
forests and hills. But when they had killed a mum-
ber they pursued too eagerly and lost some of their
own. But after an interval they suddenly dashed
from the forest o fall upon our unsuspecting men,
who were busy entrenching their camp, and delv-
ered a sharp attack upon the pickets posted in front
of the camp. Gacsar supported them with two
cohorts, cach the chief ofis legion. These took
position with only a small space between them, but
while our men wero confounded by their novel
mode of fighting, they boldly broke through their
midst and then retred without loss

16. This engagement, fought in front of the camp
i full view of everyone, mad it plin that our men
were not a fit match for such adversarics. They
could not pursue an advantage because of their
heavy armor; .. nor could our cavalry engage:
except at great peril, for the Britons would purpo
retreat, and when they had drawn our cavalry a lit-
tle distance from the legionaries, leap down from
their charios and exploit the advantag of fighting
on foot. I a cavalry engagement this tactic involved
equal danger whether we pursued or retreated.
Another disadvantage was that they never fought in
a mass but widely scattered.

17.0n the next day the enemy took position at a
distance in the hills; they showe themscives only
im small groups, and attacked our cavalry with less

energy than the day before. At noon, when Cacsar
had sent three legions and al the cavalry under
‘command of Gaius Trebonius to forage, they sud-
denly swooped down on the foragers from all dirce-
tions, even up o the legions and standards. Our
men counterattacked vigorously beat them back,
and pressed their pursuit, secing; the legions close.
behind to support them. They drove the cnemy

18. Apprised now of thir plan, Gacsar marched his
army to the territory of Cassvellaunus towards the
Thames, a river which can be forded on foot a only
one point, and that with diffculty. Upon his arival
there he obsorved a fargo enemy force drawn up on
the far bank. The bank was protected by sharp
stakes fixed in the ground, and there wer similar
stakes in the river bed, covered by the water. This
Gaesar had learned from prisoners and deserters
He sent his cavalry forware and ordered the legions
10 follow at their hecls. Though only their heads
wore abovo water,they moved with such spoed and
dash that the enemy could not sustain the assau of
logions and cavaly, abandoned the bank, and took
toflight.

She was
actually an intellgent ruler who used an iron will in
an effort to keep Egyp free of Roman control.
Tronically, the queen who tried to preserve Egypt
was not even Egyptian. Cleopatra belonged o the
fanily of the Pt T Ty fom Macodon
had uled Egypt for several hundred years afier the
death of Alexander the Creat. Though they had
ruled Egypt for a fong time, none of the family had
ever botlered to leam Egyptian—unil Cloopatra.
Plutarch wrote that she leamed so
many languages she could speak to “Ethiopians,
“Troglodytes, Jews, Arabs, Syrians, Medes, and
Parthians” in their own tongucs.

he frst century B, the fam
its hold on Egypt declined. Cleopatra’s father was a
weak king, T showed more interest in music than
in running his kingdom, leading the poople to k-
name him “the Fiute Player” Fe feared that Rome
wouldseize Egypt,an attractive place becanse of its
abundance of farmland. To buy safet, he sent huge
amounts of money as bribes to various Roman lead-
luding Julius Cacsar. He eventually died in

Atthe time, Cleopatra was 18,

She became queen, ruling along with her brother
Prolemy XII1, who was only ten. Powerful insiders
in the Egyptian court hoped to run the conntry by
controlling the young king, They forced Cleopatra
1o flec Egypt three years ater.
Howovortho raised an armyand propared 0
retake her crown, ready to fight her brother for
control. Meanwhile, Julius Cacsar had dofeated his
rivals and become the powerful leader of Rome.
‘When Cacsar came to Egypt to setle the issue of
the throne, Cleopatra seized her chance to argue
her case. She had hersell wrapped in a rug and car-
ried to Cacsar so she could speak to him dircctly.
Impressed by her clever and bold act, Gacsar
agreed to back her rather than her brother. Cacsar
and Cleopatra also began a rlationship. They
have loved one another, but o ian cantioncd,

it must always be borme in mind that both of them
‘were ruthless and devious politcians.” Later, she had
a son that was Caesars. He was named Cacsarion.
Cleopatras brother died fighting Cacsar's army, and
in 47 b.C. she was back on the throne. She and
Cacsar may have planned to marry and become king
and queen of Rome with Cacsarion to follow them.
In 4 1., however, those hopes were destroyed.
Gacsar was assassinated by senators who wished o
restore the Roman Republic. Cleopatra, in Rome at
the time, decided it was wise to retum to Egypt.
Cacsar's heir, Octavian, and his friend Mark Antony
began to rlo Rome together. The two leaders hal
an measy alliance, however, and each tried to out-
fox the other in order to gain control of the Roman
‘government. Cleopatra enchanted Antony as she
had Cacsar. By 37 5.C., Antony had dismissed his
wife, married Cleopatra, and recognized her two
children as his own. Tlc also gave large amounts of
and t0 her, estoring Gyprus and Lebanon to Egypt.
“The wife that Antony rejected, however, was the
sister of Octavian. This drove a wedge between the
former alios. With Cloopatras wealth Antony robuik
army and navy. In 31 .., his forces met
Octaviansin batle o decide who would control
Rome—and thus the Mediterranean. Octavian won,
and Cloopatra and Antony escaped back to Egypt.
Octavian, though, brought his armies there the fol-
fowing year. Trapped and unable to win, Antony
committed suicide. Cleopatra pleaded with Octavian
10 allow her to retire and make Cacsarion king of
Egypt. Octavian refissed, and she too commitied
sicide. Soon afier, Octavian had Casarion killed.

riven by ambition and a thirstfor power, Julius
Gacsar became a great and controversial
leader of the Roman Republic. He had a trem
dous impact on a growing power at a crucial poin
imits ise. Tl was also & man of extraordinary abi
ties—skill in war, politcs, writing, and leadership.
Cacsar was born to an old Roman fanily, part
of the group of familics that founded the Roman
Republic. He had the standard education of some-
one in his social position and became known as a
charming, culturcd, and well-read person. In addi-
tion, he gained experience in the miltary in Asia
Minor and experience in government in Spain.
Gradually, he won election to important public
offices. In 63 .., he was voted pontifex maximus,
the chief priest of the Republic. e also served i
Spain, where he won fame by winning battles. T
returmed to Rome and was elected consul, the most
important political office in the Republc.
Caesar joined with two other leading Romans in an
alliance. One was Crassus, a wealthy pofitical leader
‘whose money could be used to advance the plans
of the three. The other was Pompey, another bril-
liant general. To coment the alliance, Pompey mar-
ied Julia, Cacsar's only danghtcr
As consul, Gaesar worked for some new laws that
eased the overcrowding in Rome and other cities
o was rewarded by being mado governor of Gaul,
focated in modem France. He took command of
the Roman armics there, detormined to extend
Roman control of the area. It ook several years,
but he eventually conquered all of Gal and part of
Britain.
“The victories brought Caesar riches, which he used
to fund buikling projects in Rome—thus winning
popularity in the city. e also made sure to create
some effective propaganda in his own favor. He
wrote Commentaries on the Callic Wars, a history
of s campaigns in Caul. Throughout the book, he
reforred to himsalf as “Cacsar” and ot as “1” This
mado the history soem objective. Ho also made sure
that “Gacsar” got credit for all vctoris,
“The situation in Rome, however, had changed. Julia
had died, which removed one fnk between

Pompey and Cassar. Crassus had died as wall. The.
o generals now became biter rivals for power.
“The scnate, controlled by Pompey, gave Cacsar a
diffcult choice. It ordered him to give his armics to
another general, and return to Rome if he wanted
10 stand for lection to consul again. He decided to
igor the scnse ke i amy oo .
Years of civil war followod. Pompoy was backed by
many major political leaders. Cacsar, however, had
another resource: an experienced, tough army.
Pompey fled Itay for the cast, where Cacsar won
2 major victory. Pompey then retreated further to
Egypt. There he was treacherously killed by a one-
time supporter, Ptolemy XIII (the pharaoh of Egypt
and brother to Cleopatra). In 46 5.C. Caesar defeated
another army in Afrca, and the following year he
‘won victory over the sons of Pompey in Spain.
Gaesar was named dictator for ffe. As supreme
ruler of Rome, he passed many reforms. However,
many sonators opposed him. Some simply disiked
him and resented his power. Others feared that he
planned o make hinso kg n Febrary 4 ..
e presided over a fostiva. By plan, Mark Antony, a
close ally, offored hirm a kings crown. The watching
crowd strred restessly. When Cacsar rfused it
they cheered. Antony again offered it, Caesar again
refused it and the crowd cheered. Stl, Caesar
moved behind the scenes o try o have himsclf
made ki, He also preparcd to lead an army cast
for more conquests. On his last day in Rome, one
month aficr the festival, his planning came o an
ond. As he entered the senate, a group of senators
foll on him. They stabbed him 23 times. Ho di
ironically at the foot of  statue of Pompey:
