i persons sent by Nero for the purposes of
discovery have reported that ... from [Napata]
o the istand of Merod the distance is three hundred
and sixty miles. They also sate that the grass in the
viciniy of Merot: becomes of a greener and fresher
color, and that there is some slight appearance of
forest, s also traces of the rhinoceros and elephant.
“They reported also that the city of Merot: stands at
a distance of seventy miles from the first entrance
of the island of Merot, and that close to it is anoth-
erisland, Tadu by name, which forms a harbor facing
those who enter the right-hand channel o the river.
“The buikdings in the city,they said, were but few in
‘number, and they sated that a female, whose name
was Candace, ruled over the district, that name
having passed from queen to queen for many years.
They related also that there was a temple of Jupiter
Hammon there, held in great veneration, besides
smaller shrines crected in honor of him throughout
all the country. In addition to these partculars, they
were informed that n the days of the Acthiopian
dominion,the sland of Merob enjoyed great renown,
and that, according to tradition, it was n the habit
of maintaining two hundred thousand armed men,
and four thousand artisans. The kings of Acthiopia
are said even at the present day to be forty-five in
number.
“The whole of this country has successively had the
names of Actheria, Atantia, and last of al,
Acthiopia, from Acthiops, the son of Vulcan. It i
notat all surprising that towards the extremity of
this region the men and animals assume a
strous form, when we cor he changeablencss

and volubility offire, the heat of which s the great
agont in imparting various forms and shapes to
baxdics. Indec, it s reported that in the interior,
on the castorn side, there i a people that have o
noses, the whole face presenting a plane surface;
that others again are destitute o the upper lip, and
others are without tongucs. Others again, have the.
mouth grown together, and being desttute of nos-
ris, breathe throngh one passage only, imbibing
their drink through it by means of the hollow stalk
of the oat, which thero grows spontancously and
supplies them with it grain or food. Somo of these
nations have to employ gestures by nodding the head
and moving the limbs, instead of specch. Others
agin were unacequainted with the uso of fire before
the time of Prolemy Lathyrus, king of Egypt.

about three thousand stadia,there is Adulis, a
port established by law; Iying a the fnner end of a
bay that runs in toward the south. Before the harbor
T the so-called Mountain Island, about two hun-
dred sadkiaseaward from the very head of the bay,
‘with the shores of the mainland close t it on both
sdes. Ships bound for this port now anchor here be-
canso of attacks from the land. They used formerly to
anchor at the very head of the bay, by an iskand called
Diodorus, close to the shore, which could bo reached
on foot from the lands by which means the barba
rous natives attacked the island. Oppasite Mount
Island, on the mainland twenty stadia from shore,
Ties Adulis,  fairsized villag, from which there is
athree-days journey to Coloe, an inland town and
the frst market for ivory [elephant tusks]. From that
place 0 the city of the people called Awamites there.
isafive days’journey more; tothat place al the ivory
isbrought from the country beyond the Nile through
the district called Cyeneym, and thence to Adulis.
Practcally the whole number of clephants and
rhinoceros that are klled ive n the places inland,
although at rar intervals they are hunted on the:
seacoast even near Aduli.

“There are imported into these places, undressed
cloth made in Egypt for the Berbers; robes from
Arsinoe; cloaks of poor qualty dyed in colors;
double-fringed finen mantles; many articles of fint
glass, and others of murrhine, made in Diospolis;
‘and brass, which is used for omament and in cut
pieces instead of coin; sheets of soft copper, nsed for
cooking-utensils and cut up for bracelets and anklets
for the women; ron, which i made fnto spears used
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against the elephants and other wikl beasts, and in
their wars. Besides these, small axes are imported,
and adzes and swords; copper drinking-cups,
round and large: a itk coin for those coming to
the market; wine of Laodicca and laly, not much;
olive o, not much; for the king, gold and sitver
plate made afr the fashion of the country, and
for clothing, military cloaks, and thin coats of skin,
of no great value. | kewise from the disrict of
Ariaca across this sea, there are imported Indian
iron, and steel, and Indian cotton cloth;the broad
cloth called monache and that called sagmatogene,
and girdles, and coats of skin and mallow-colored
cloth, and a few musins, and colored lac. There
are exported from these places ivory. and tor-
toiseshell and rhinoceros-horn. The most from
Eigyptis brought to this market from the month of
January to September, that s, from Tybi to Thaoth:
but seasonably they put tosea about the month
September.

In the mid-1960s and lasting nto the 19705,
severe drought hit the Sahol. Farming in the region
nded, and over 200,000 poople dicd of starvation.
As the desert spread, many people fiving in the
Sahel fled to the cities. There they lived in huge
refngeo camps.

During the drough, forcign countries provided
food, medicines, and technical aid. Hundreds of
miles of trees were planted to protect the soil from
blowing away during the dry season and allowing
Vegetation to grow during the rainy season. In
addition to tree planting, technicians from workd-
wide agencies aro teaching the people of the Sahel
irrgation and other tochniques to help them
surive i their harsh environment
